Course description

SI leaders- will sit in class and help students during group activities. In addition they will run a 1-hour review session every week. 

Peer mentors will sit in class and help students during group activities. In addition, every week they will hold 1-2 hours of small-group or one-on-one mentoring sessions.
 
In both roles, the students will assist in promoting student understanding and deep learning of the relevant material, as well as provide guidance to students as to how to improve their study strategies.

Peer mentors will interact with the instructor or a designated SI leader throughout the semester. 

Peer mentors and SIs are expected to attend two training sessions during the semester, taught by a representative of the UNC Learning Center. Dates and times TBD once the semester starts.

SI leaders and peer mentors will keep a log of mentees participating in the weekly meetings. There will be a session sign in sheet (provided), and SIs and PM will enter their session data into a Google form. The link will be provided via email. Sign-in sheets will be turned in at the end of the semester.
